THE HEARING AND SPEECH AGENCY
2009 HIGHLIGHTS

HASA provided nearly 4,000 infants, children
and adults with speech-language therapy,
audiology, auditory/oral education, special
education, sign language or oral interpreting
services.

HASA provided pediatric audiology services
to more than 500 children; helping more
than 50 children get hearing aids.

HASA’s adult audiology program assisted 224
low-income seniors.

HASA’s Center for Fluency Enhancement
served more than 95 individuals and
provided a support group for adults who
stutter.

HASA’s Ben and Zelda Cohen Gateway School
provided individualized instruction and
therapy to 54 children with special needs.
HASA provided auditory/oral education and
therapy to 8 children in a full-day, 11-month
program helping children with hearing loss
learn to communicate.
